Feminist Storytelling Grant

The Storytelling Grant aims to empower individuals and feminist networks and organizations
to leverage narrative as a powerful tool for advocacy, awareness, and protection.
Successful applications will feature compelling storytelling that aligns with clear human
rights objectives, robust implementation plans, and a commitment to ethical and impactful
documentation.

By sharing their stories in their own voices and on their own terms, women and
gender-diverse individuals challenge the historical tendency for their experiences to be
mediated, co-opted, or silenced by others.

The Feminist Storytelling Grant supports individuals, feminist collectives, and grassroots
networks using storytelling as a tool for resistance, visibility, and transformative change. In a
world where women and gender-diverse people are too often spoken for, erased, or
stereotyped —this grant is about reclaiming space, authorship, and power.

We fund storytelling that doesn't just inform—it agitates, mobilizes, and protects.
Successful proposals will demonstrate a clear political purpose, grounded human rights
objectives, and a commitment to ethical, community-rooted documentation. We want
stories that push back. Stories that build movements. Stories that refuse silence.

Because when women and gender-diverse people tell their stories on their own terms,
they’re not just narrating—they’re disrupting the systems that tried to keep them invisible.

Interested applicants need to submit a proposal detailing the project, objectives, activities,
and expected impact. The proposal should also include one of the following themes.

e Amplifying Women and Gender-diverse Individuals’ Voices and Lived
Experiences: Sharing of personal narratives fosters solidarity and community,
helping women and gender-diverse shared struggles and success, in an effort to
build a collective identity.

e Movement building: Use of feminist storytelling methodologies that are created in
safe, inclusive spaces, encouraging participants to listen deeply and empathize with
each other's experiences.

e Challenging Stereotypes and Shifting Public Perceptions: Storytelling disrupts
stereotypes by presenting complex, nuanced portrayals of women—not just as



victims, but as leaders, innovators, and agents of change. These narratives
challenge biases held by the public.

e Intersectionality and Diverse Narratives: Intersectionality ensures that the
experiences of women from diverse backgrounds—across race, class, sexuality,
ability, and geography—are included and valued. Stories from marginalized groups
(such as LGBTQIA+ communities, Indigenous women, and women with disabilities)
enrich the movement’s understanding of oppression and resilience, fostering
inclusivity and broader coalition-building.

e Linking the personal and the political: Feminist storytelling connects individual
experiences to collective analysis, helping participants recognize how personal
struggles are shaped by systemic forces like patriarchy, racism, and economic
inequality.
