Advocacy Grants for Former Women Political Prisoners
Strengthening Healing, Safety, and Political Agency

In Myanmar’s Spring Revolution, few acts have been more courageous than the resistance
of women who stand up against military rule—on the streets, online, in villages, in cities, and
inside prisons. Since the military’s illegal coup on February 1, 2021, women have been on
the frontlines of the fight for freedom. They have led protests, organized resistance, and
spoken truth to power—often at great personal cost.

In the face of Myanmar’s military dictatorship, women have led with defiance and
courage—from the frontlines of mass protests to the confines of prison cells. Since the
February 2021 coup, women have resisted military rule in every sphere: in the streets, in
communities, in exile, and behind bars. They have organized, mobilized, and spoken truth in
the face of brutal repression.

Between the coup and August 2024, at least 5,649 women have been arrested and 1,132
killed under political pretexts, according to verified data from the Assistance Association for
Political Prisoners (AAPP). These women represent over 20% of all recorded arrests and
deaths during this period. Many have endured arbitrary detention, torture, sexual violence,
and exile. The real numbers are likely much higher.

By August 2024, at least 5,649 women had been arrested and 1,132 killed for political
reasons, according to verified reports from the Assistance Association for Political Prisoners
(AAPP). These women account for over 20% of all political arrests and killings during this
period. Many have been subjected to arbitrary detention, torture, sexual violence,
surveillance, and forced displacement. These are not just statistics—they are the lived
realities of a generation of women who dared to fight back.

This Advocacy Grant is for the women who survived—and continue to resist.

Designed for former women political prisoners from Myanmar, these mini grants provide
flexible, rapid support to help reclaim space, strengthen safety, and sustain political agency.
Whether it's for rent, therapy, digital security, legal assistance, or producing a podcast—this
grant is an act of solidarity. A recognition of your pain, your resilience, and your power.

Because healing is resistance. And your survival is revolutionary. This is not just about
funding. It's about building a world where former prisoners are not forgotten—but resourced,
respected, and re-empowered.
